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Overview 
The City of Savannah Neighborhood Profiles report is a presentation of demographic 
data for each of Savannah’s 89 neighborhoods in existence during the publication of the 
2000 United States Census in May 2000. The exceptions would be Hutchinson Island, 
newly annexed areas, and the Airport. The data was extracted from Pcensus software, 
which the Community Planning and Development Department uses to easily access 
Census data. 
 
The data for Savannah and its neighborhoods has been compiled in order to provide the 
City of Savannah and its citizens with basic demographic information for Savannah’s 
neighborhoods. 
 
The profile incorporates a snap shot of Census information for each neighborhood. The 
data is from the Census Summary File (SF) 3 data set. The following items are included 
in the profile: Population, Age Distribution, Race and Ethnicity, Educational Attainment, 
Household type, Housing Units, Poverty Rate, Unemployment Rate, and Household 
Income.  
 
Population 
Population includes the total population for the neighborhood and the breakdown of the 
neighborhood by gender.  
 
Age Distribution  
The population is broken down into 13 age cohorts 
 
Race and Ethnicity 
The population is divided by race into either White, African-American, Other, and Two 
or more races. This category was just added for the 2000 Census. The other category 
includes: American Indian and Alaska Native, Asian, Native Hawaiian and other Pacific 
Islander and Other Races.  Hispanic is an ethnicity. A person who is Hispanic can be of 
any race.  
      
Household and Household type 
This section shows the different types of households located in each neighborhood. The 
first number is the total number of households for the neighborhood, which is a total of 
the family and non-family households. Family households are made up of either married 
couple households or single-parent households. Either statistic tells whether or not they 
have children under age 18 living with them or not. Non-family households are 
individuals living by themselves or unrelated people living together. 
 
Housing Units 
Housing Units are broken down by the number of units that are owner occupied, rental 
occupied, and vacant units. Vacant units can either be unoccupied or unoccupied 
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because the unit is for sale or for rent.  Also included in this section is the average 
home value and rent for each neighborhood. 
 
Poverty 
The two figures in this section are the percentage below poverty and the 
unemployment rate. Percentage below poverty is the poverty rate. It is the percentage 
of people living below the poverty line in that neighborhood. Unemployment is defined 
by the Bureau of Labor Statistics as “Persons 16 years and over who had no 
employment during the reference week, were available for work, except for temporary 
illness, and had made specific efforts to find employment sometime during the 4-week 
period ending with the reference week. Persons who were waiting to be recalled to a 
job from which they had been laid off need not have been looking for work to be 
classified as unemployed.” (www.bls.gov) The Unemployment rate is the percentage of 
the neighborhood’s population that fit this criteria. 
     
Household Income  
The income is broken down into groups. Also, the average household income for each 
neighborhood is included. 
 
The profiles use 2000 Census information. The neighborhood profiles were compiled  
using Census Block data. Census Blocks do not always correspond to the City of 
Savannah’s neighborhood boundaries. The blocks were matched with neighborhoods as 
best as could be done.
